He had a big
heart and often went out of his way to train many new employees
to drive after his shift was over.

Herbert was well loved. He was seen as a gently giant, many were
drawn to him by his friendly helpful manner. He loved his family
and spent many holidays, Thanksgiving and Christmas with them;
giving jokes, reciting poems he loved since high school and doing
what he loves best, playing the saxophone.
